5) Principal Report:

Kindergarten Program/Registration Changes for 2018/19 – Starting September 2018,
	EIPS is implementing full day kindergarten. Each class will have 2 full days with an
            alternating third day.   This decision will help eliminate the cost for noon bussing, which
            costs approximately $175,000 a year.
            Kindergarten registration starts on January 15, 2018 and will all be online.
