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     Ear-to-ear smiles, shrieks of laughter and sheer joy; the playground is full of happy kids. Creating new classroom routines, getting to know new teachers and friends; good things are happening at Ecole Parc! School days teem with such life and energy that it can be difficult to describe. 
     Wondering how to get a glimpse of a typical day at school? Watch our daily announcements linked below, keep your eye out for classroom newsletters and read the weekly Grizzly Gazette newsletter. Better yet, get it straight from the source! Routinely discussing the day with your kids is a great way to be a part of your child’s school life and to help reflect on the day's experiences.  
     Here are a few tips from Bob Cunningham, M.Ed., about how to ask kids specific, yet open-ended, questions to begin a conversation that goes beyond “How was school?” “Good”:
 
1. The way you ask your child questions about school matters.
1. Ask open-ended questions instead of questions that can be answered with yes or no.
1. Ask questions about times when your child socializes with other kids, like lunch and recess.
1. Try to ask open-ended questions to keep a conversation going. If you ask your child questions that can be answered with one word (yes, no, a name), then you’ll probably get a one-word response.
1. Often kids are not specific, so you have to ask for specific information when you want it.
1. Starting with factual questions is a great way to ease into conversation. (“I know your class size is bigger this year than last year. What’s that like?”)
1. Avoiding emotion-packed words (happy, sad, mean) can help the conversation go on longer.
1. Asking positive questions gives your child a chance to express concerns. Negative questions tend to stop a conversation.

Helping Your Child(ren) Cope with Back-to-School Anxiety
Anxious feelings are normal and expected during times of transition or change. This is especially true for children and teens going back to school, or for first-timers starting kindergarten. This transition can be stressful and disruptive for the entire family.  Prior to the first day of school, your anxious child may cling, cry, have temper tantrums, complain of headaches or stomach pains, withdraw, and become sullen or irritable.
